Walk Through

The order listed does not indicate the order of the driving course 
Right Turn:

· Will test your ability to position the bus properly and turn right without touching the curb or excessively encroaching on the adjacent traffic lanes.

Curb Line:

· Test your skill by pulling close to the curb within a limited distance, moving forward only.

· Do not go back into space.

· Rear wheels should be 6” or closer.

· Front wheels should be 12” or closer.

Student Pick-Up:

· Test your alertness while loading and unloading pupils and determine your ability to remember to perform several other quite important functions.

Back-Up:

· If you encounter any disadvantages, everyone else will also.

· You are permitted to back up only once.

· Timed event. 4 minutes from when the front bumper crosses the cone

Offset Alley:

· Test your ability to handle the bus under simulated driving conditions.

· Timed event. 4 minutes from when the front bumper crosses the cone

Diminishing Clearance:

· Test your ability to drive in a straight line with diminishing clearances and also to drive in a smooth and continuous manner.
· You may only stop once.

· Sound the horn when complete.

Straight Line:

· Test your ability to maneuver the right wheels of the bus over a straight path of a given width

Parallel Parking:

· Test your ability to park within 18” of a curb. You may back 2 times. 2 measures highest is counted

· Timed event. 4 minutes from when the front bumper crosses the cone

R&R Crossing:

· This is one of the greatest dangers you will encounter when driving a school bus

· This will test your knowledge of laws, rules and regulations when crossing at tracks

Stop Line:

· This test is designed to determine your depth perception.

· The line is 4 feet long.

· Stop as close to the line as possible without touching or going over it.
